STREET SIGN STANDARDS

All traffic and road name signs in and as a result of a major subdivision or a minor subdivision with newly
constructed streets, shall be supplied and installed by the developer. The placement of the signs shall be
as shown on the traffic sign plan that is to be submitted with the construction drawings. The traffic sign
plan shall show the type of sign, size of sign, location of sign with dimensions and the streets to scale. A
five (5) year maintenance bond shall be posted on the signs. The installer or developer shall notify the
Town Engineer in writing when the signs are installed, so they can be inspected. Also include the date
and time of installation of each sign. The plat shall not be recorded until the signs have been accepted.

TRAFFIC SIGNS

1.) Traffic signs shall be designed and installed to conform with the applicable requirements of the Indiana
Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices, latest edition.

2.) No spliced sheeting unless acceptable by the Indiana Department of Transportation standard
specifications, latest edition.

3.) Reflective sheeting for traffic signs shall be encapsulated lens (high intensity).

4.) Posts used for traffic signs shall be 3 |b. galvanized channel posts.

5.) Traffic sign height shall comply with the Indiana Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices, latest
edition.

6.) Posts shall be i-
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
